El dia de la Hispanidad

El 12 de octubre es el dia de la Hispanidad que celebra el descubrimiento de América en 1492 por
Cristébal Colén. Este dia coincide con la fiesta de la Virgen Maria del Pilar, que es la patrona de
Esparia.

Actualmente, la Hispanidad se celebra dentro y fuera de Espafia, aunque es una de las fiestas que
mas polémica generan. En muchos paises de Latinoamérica el descubrimiento de América se
asocia al comienzo de la colonizacién espafiola y a la destruccién de las culturas locales nativas.
Por este motivo, en América del Sur la fiesta se percibe como una reivindicacion.

En Espafia la Hispanidad se festeja con un desfile militar y una recepcién, encabezada por Jos
Reyes, para el cuerpo diplomatico en el Palacio Real

El Dia de la Hispanidad es conocido en casi toda Latinoamérica como el Dia de la Raza, y aunque
se trata de un dia festivo en el calendario, va perdiendo relevancia en los paises latinos, en donde
incluso el Descubrimiento de América tiene una connotacién negativa y cargada de polémica.

La primera celebracién del Dia de la Raza en Espafia, llamado asi antes de la redenominacion en
"Dia de la Hispanidad", naci6 en 1913 como una iniciativa individual del ex ministro espafiol
Rodriguez San Pedro que querria hermanar a Espafia con las naciones iberoamericanas, se celebré
en la Casa Argentina de Méalaga

En seguida se re-denomin6 como el Dia de la Hispanidad y con este nombre se celebré por
primera vez en 1935. Es un dia que une a todos los pueblos con sus culturas y se celebra a través
de desfiles, bailes y comidas. La celebracion incluye tradicionalmente un desfile militar al que
asiste el rey, junto a la familia real, el presidente del Gobierno y otras autoridades

Se celebra para promover la reflexion histérica y el didlogo intercultural acerca de los derechos de
los pueblos originarios.

Sie lernen also zusammen, und die Eltern bezahlen den Nachhilfelehrer dafiir.
Wer nur in den Ferien arbeitet, der macht meistens einfache Saison - Arbeit.
Zum Beispiel kann ein Schiiler als Eisverkdufer arbeiten. Er kann auch als
Pizzabote arbeiten. Wer sportlich ist und gutschwimmen kann, kann nach einer
speziellen Ausbildung auch als Rettungsschwimmer arbeiten. Dann sitzt er an
einem See oder in einem Schwimmbad und passt auf, damit niemand ertrinkt.
